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An introduction to "The Palestinian  
Media Army will liberate the world" 

 

 

 

The struggle of the Palestinian people  
for their national and democratic rights 
will be greatly helped by a weapon built  

for our century of information war. 
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This weapon will be an independent 

public democratic information platform  

fueled by user-controlled algorithms. 
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I have been greatly encouraged by the development of a 

local study group which, in 6 weekly sessions, is giving 

activists in the solidarity movement a deeper 

understanding of both the history of Zionism and the 

regional history of Western Asia.  These sessions are 

also giving activists a much needed opportunity to ask 

questions and give their views. 
 

Building a conscious movement requires more than 

knowing who to clap for and who to boo.  It requires a 

deep understanding of the kinds of questions that people 

(on social media and in real life) will ask us.  We need 

the ability to give direct and honest answers--without 

evasion.  Bitter experience shows that it is easy to be 

wrong or one-sided about important questions--and risk 

building our movement on a foundation of sand. 
 

We will need (for example) to recognize and 

acknowledge that the actions of October 7 had both 

positive and negative aspects.  On the positive side--the 

struggle of the Palestinian people has captured the 

attention of hundreds of millions and become central to 

world politics.  On the negative side--the failure to take 

measures to protect civilian non-combatants in these 

actions outside Gaza enabled the most fascist sections of 

the Israeli ruling class to greatly accelerate their ethnic 

cleansing and genocide--resulting (by realistic estimates) 

in half a million deaths in Gaza, mostly by starvation.   
 

Important questions include:

(1) Why does US imperialism support Israel and 

Zionism?  Is it because of "the lobby"-- or strategic 

reasons related to control of oil and trade routes? 
========================================================================== 

(2) How do we correctly grasp the contradiction 

between national politics and class politics in the 

struggle against Zionism and its imperialist sponsors? 

 
 

(3) How will the various competing political trends 

within the Palestinian national movement and 

solidarity movement find the political space to sort 

out their solution to ending Apartheid and restoring 

the national and democratic rights of Palestinians?

(4) How can activists here best contribute to the 

transparency needed to answer questions in the war 

of ideas that is essential for Palestinian resistance? 
 

My conclusion is that a common public and democratic 

information platform for political activists will help us 

organize the debates and confrontations we need 

between truth and bullshit. 
 

Our movement needs transparency the way a drowning 

man needs oxygen.  We will win--when we have 

transparency.  And we will have have transparency 

when we create a common public democratic 

information platform fueled by user-controlled 

algorithms.   
 

Such a platform could serve as a central public index of 

the most important public articles, essays and comments 

by political activists and proletarian journalists. 
 

I have been considering creating a public 

email forum to discuss these topics.   

I need to hear from activists who have 

dedication, unshakable integrity and  

the ability to ask important questions in  

the context of a public forum. 
 

Our ruling class, like the sorcerer's apprentice, 

has conjured up forces beyond their control.  

They can broadcast news of their omnipotence, 

their ability to slaughter and starve hundreds of 

thousands with impunity--but they have given 

us the digital technology to equip an army of 

millions of young journalists and propagandists 

in the war of ideas, and a reason to do so.  
 

Our century of information war will have a hero in the 

form of this army.  Activists who build and use the 

common public democratic information platform we 

need to bring the truth (about Palestine and about 

everything important) to wider sections of activists and 

the working class--will become known to the world-- 

and to history--as the Palestinian Media Army ■
